COMMON CONCERNS

	Absences
	· If your child will not be in school by 8:45 a.m., it is important that you call the office at 885-1250.

	
	· An excuse blank must be returned within 3 days upon returning to school from absence; otherwise the student’s absence will be marked unexcused.  After 3 unexcused absences, a letter will be generated and issued from the administration.  Seven tardy slips will result and be counted as one unexcused absence.  Three unexcused absences will be reported to the superintendent’s office.  Any future unexcused absences will be given to the magistrate’s office to impose a fine

	
	· Keep emergency information up to date.  It is essential that the school be able to contact parents or guardian in case of emergency.  Let the office know if any phone numbers change.  The “person to contact other than parent” must have a local phone number.

	Entry to Building
	· In order to ensure our children’s security during school hours, all parents, PTO volunteers and visitors are asked to enter the building through the front doors, register in the office and pick up a badge.

	
	· Any items you bring to school late are to be marked clearly with your child’s name and teacher, and placed on the table in the office.

	Medication
	· Medications must be given before or after school whenever possible.  If a student must receive any medication during school hours, a district form must be completed by the child’s physician.  Form and additional information provided in Medication section of this handbook.

	Bus Transportation
	· Your child may ride only his or her assigned bus to and from school.  No exceptions can be made.

	
	· Conduct for students while riding the bus is provided under the Bus Rules section of this handbook.

	Early Dismissal
	· If you must pick up your child early, you must report to the office and complete the sign-out sheet.  No child will be released to anyone but his or her parent, unless the child has written permission from the parent allowing another adult to take the child from school.

	Parent Pick-Up
	· Parent pick-up of students at dismissal begins at approximately 3:30 p.m.  For specific pick-up procedures, please review the Procedures for Parent Pick-Up of Students at Dismissal section of this handbook.  For safety reasons, students may not be taken from the bus line.

PTO COMMITTEE DESCRIPTIONS

The following are brief descriptions of the opportunities available to those who volunteer for the various PTO Committees.

	Committee
	Description

	After School Clubs
	Committee determines the club interest areas, coordinates volunteer instructors, announces club offerings, registers students, and monitors progress of various clubs. Clubs can be offered throughout the school year. All parents are encouraged to share their talents by becoming instructors.

	American Ed. Week
	Committee provides reception services on Parent Visitation Day and staff appreciation during American Education Week in the Fall.

	Art Room Parents
	Chair coordinates volunteer schedule. Volunteers assist art teacher in hanging art work and changing showcases throughout the school year as well as helping prepare for the Spring Art Show. Any additional assistance that is requested will be scheduled.

	Book Fair
	Committee chair plans and organizes the fall and spring Scholastic Book Fair.  The fall event is one week and volunteers are needed for set up, help during the fair and clean up.  The spring event is a one day BOGO sell.  Volunteers are needed for set up, help during the fair and clean up.

	Classroom Parents
	Chair organizes “room parents” for each classroom.  The class room parent helps the teacher organize parent volunteers for the Halloween and Valentine’s Day parties within their children’s classrooms. This could involve providing snacks, beverages, distributing snacks, helping with party activities and clean up.

	Fall Festival
	Chair plans, organizes and supervises all aspects of this annual school event. Committee members’ tasks vary from detailed involvement at planning/organizational level to volunteering for a work shift at the Fall Festival.

	Family Fun Night
	Committee plans and organizes a school wide family night.  The volunteers help with planning games and food as well as setting up the event.

	Fifth Grade Social
	Chairs organize a joint event with East York to provide a social gathering for fifth graders in preparation for coming together as a class at the middle school.

	Fifth Grade Trip
	Chair assists fifth grade teachers in planning and organizing parent chaperones for the fifth grade trip in May.

	Fundraising
	Chair assists in selection of fundraising activities. The primary fundraiser is the Race for Education in the Spring. Additional chairs organize corporate sponsorship programs such as Giant A+ Rewards, Box Tops for Education, and the Labels for Education programs.

	Holiday Shoppe
	Chair orders items for Holiday Shoppe. Committee members help set up merchandise display and help students select gifts to purchase.


	Hospitality
	Committee provides refreshments for general PTO meetings, Parent Orientation Night and other school functions. Those who volunteer to bake are asked to provide two dozen baked goods a few times during the school year.

	Library Parents
	Chair coordinates volunteer schedule and provides library orientation. Volunteers scan book bar codes to check books in and out of the library for students, shelve books during library classes, and /or assist librarian with special projects. Each volunteer commits to a time slot scheduled by coordinator and also agrees to attend a mandatory meeting/ training prior to being put on the schedule.

	Pancake Breakfast
	Committee organizes and executes the annual Holiday Pancake Breakfast. This event is intended to bring together the IR community to enjoy a full breakfast for free while browsing the Book Fair and Holiday Shoppe, which are open during this event.

	Parents’ Night Out
	Committee provides a night of activities, pizza, and a movie for children at the school with volunteer sitters while the parents get a chance to do some holiday shopping or just have a nice night out.

	Parent/Teacher Conf.
	Committee provides dinner for faculty during fall conferences.

	Programs
	Committee works with school staff to coordinate special assemblies and programs, as needed.

	PTO Handbook
	Committee reviews and updates the handbook, provides copies for families who are new to the district, and coordinates with the office to put the handbook online. 

	Publicity
	Committee photographs various school activities throughout the year and displays photos in the school hallway: prepares press releases for local newspapers. PLEASE contact chair when you have a special activity that you want publicized. Committee works in conjunction with Yearbook committee.

	Rain/Shine Recess
	Chair coordinates/schedules parent volunteers to help out at lunch recess and provides suggestions for indoor and outdoor activities. Volunteers have opportunities to play with their own children during lunch recess. All volunteers must attend a mandatory meeting/training in September.

	RoadRunner Gazette
	Chair meets two lunch periods a month with the fifth-grade Roadrunner writers and artists, then edits, types, photocopies and distributes monthly school newspaper.

	Roadrunner Mascot
	Coordinates volunteers to be the mascot at various school and district events as needed.

	School Board Rep.
	Representative attends York Suburban School Board Meetings, summarizes relevant information at PTO meetings, and presents any Indian Rock PTO concerns to the school board.

	School Directory
	In September, chair collects all directory information from families and types the directory. Volunteers are needed to photocopy and assemble directories.

	School Spirit
	Committee publicizes and conducts activities throughout the year to promote school spirit. Representative activities include monthly theme days, birthday recognition and treats.

	School Spirit Wear
	Committee orders and distributes Indian Rock T-shirts to 3rd grade students, new students and new faculty in September. They may also choose to have additional Indian Rock merchandise available to purchase.

	School Store
	Chair orders merchandise, organizes school store, and helps children make purchases at lunchtime school store (held every six weeks). Volunteers help on school store days for about an hour and a half.

	Senior Guest Day
	On the day of the event in the spring, committee members greet visitors and escort them to classrooms, as well as provide refreshments.

	Sponsorship/Curriculum
	Early in the fall, chair conducts a sponsorship drive, encouraging all parents to contribute to the fund.  The funds collected are used to purchase items requested by teachers for curriculum purposes.


	Staff Appreciation
	Committee honors staff during National Teacher Appreciation Week in early May, and prepares and serves a special lunch in the faculty room.

	Sunshine Committee
	Committee arranges delivery of appropriate gifts, cards, sentiments for teachers, staff and other committee members for important events.

	Variety Show
	Committee plans and organizes Spring Variety Show. Volunteers help with rehearsals and actual production that takes place at York Suburban High School.

	Wellness Committee
	Committee promotes activities to support the District's Wellness Initiative.  Committee organizes activities to increase physical fitness and healthy eating habits at school, home, and in the community. It also organizes regular tissue and hand sanitizer drives throughout the year. 

	Writers’ Conference
	This is an annual afternoon-long program. Each classroom teacher hosts a mixed grade writers’ conference group. One PTO committee member assists each teacher by attending the workshop, listening to the students read their original selections to the group and provide/serve refreshments.

	Yearbook
	Committee assembles yearbook throughout the school year utilizing photographs of school activities. Orders are taken in fall and yearbooks are distributed at the end of the school year. Any photographs of school events should be sent to Chair for consideration in the publication.

BULLYING

Definition of Bullying:  A pattern of aggressive behavior meant to hurt or cause discomfort to another person.

Types of Bullying Behavior

· Physical – a person is injured by pushing, hitting, kicking or property is stolen or damaged

· Verbal – a person’s feelings are hurt by name-calling, teasing, embarrassing or threatening

· Social – a person is not included in friendship or group activities by mean looks, rumors, mean notes, letters, emails, telephone calls, or manipulation

Prevention of Bullying Behavior

Research finds that teaching children empathy is a good way to keep them from hurting others. Empathy is the ability to understand the feelings of another person and to show caring for that person. Several tips for building empathy include:

· Explain how your child’s behavior can affect others.

· Help your child understand the importance of sharing, being kind, and accepting differences in others.

· Encourage your children to discuss feelings, problems and good choices to find solutions.

· When your child makes a mistake and has hurt someone or something, explain why the behavior is hurtful and find a way to make amends.

Protection against Bullying Behavior

In order to protect your child from becoming a victim of a bully, it is important to encourage assertive rather than passive or aggressive behavior. A passive person lacks confidence and allows others to make decisions. An aggressive person is forceful with opinions and behavior, lacking in consideration for others. Helpful hints for building assertiveness include:

· Express feelings and opinions clearly and calmly. 

· Defend yourself verbally without arguing or fighting.

· Say NO when feeling pressured or uncomfortable.

· Choose not be a bystander in an audience that encourages bullying behavior.

· Stand up for a person who needs help.

· Walk away.

· Report bullying behavior immediately to an adult.

IR and Bullying Prevention

Indian Rock’s school-wide WE ROCK program promotes good choices and behavior by focusing on respect for adults, peers, and our school. Students are taught to identify and demonstrate problem-solving skills to handle conflict. Bullying is harmful to everyone involved including the victim, the bully, and the bystander. A combined effort between parents, children, schools and community members is needed in order to eliminate bullying and harassment. Please report bullying immediately to Indian Rock Elementary so that the situation can be investigated, addressed and resolved.

PARENT PICK-UP PROCEDURE

Students will report to Room 129 (room next to the music room) for parent pickup at 3:30 p.m. according to the following dismissal procedure:

· Parents should drive along the outside of the parking area, continuing around to the playground at the back of the building.  Cones will be positioned to indicate the driving path. (Please refer to diagram below.)

· The first car to arrive should stop at the last orange cone, with subsequent arrivals parking one behind the other.

· Parents are to remain in their cars.

· At 3:30 the dismissal announcements begin.

· Students with parent pickup notes will be directed to the Music Room.

· Names of students added via phone call during the day (prior to 3:15 p.m.) will be added to the announcements.

· Email notifications will not be accepted because teachers may not have time to check their email before dismissal.

· In case of a last minute emergency pickup, parents are to park in the side parking lot and report to the office.  The child’s name will be announced to report to the music room.  The parent will then return to the car and join the line of cars.

· For safety reasons students may not be taken from the bus line.

· At approximately 3:30, the Duty Teacher will signal the first car to drive up to the Music Room door.

· Parents should stay in their cars and inform the Duty Teacher of the child’s name.

· The Duty Teacher will dismiss the child to the appropriate car.

LUNCH / RECESS VISITATION 
Indian Rock maintains an open door policy with respect to parental involvement during lunch and recess time.  Accordingly, parents are free to join their students for lunch or on the playground at any time during the designated lunch / recess time. Procedures for the parents are as with any visit to the building – sign in at the office, display your visitor badge while visiting, sign out before leaving. We would ask that if you are coming for lunch, please be considerate of other students and avoid fast food items. The lunch / recess schedule is as follows:

FROM THE LIBRARY

The Indian Rock Library houses a quality collection of materials for pleasure, information searching and curriculum enhancement reading.  In addition, we house audio-visuals, periodicals, professional, and parenting materials.

Our library is automated, with students and staff able to access the card catalog, e-books, and subject-related internet sites from their classrooms, computer lab, or in the library.

From home, you also have access to the World Book on-line encyclopedia, which has primary, general and advanced pages, along with an atlas and other activity features.  The students are able to log on to the district web site and access library related web sites, such as Tumblebook Library through the use of the student tab. Brochures are sent home at the beginning of the year with login information.  The Indian Rock Library also houses a quality collection of other resources and materials.

Students, teachers, and parents are welcome to borrow materials each school day.  Students wishing to exchange completed books need not wait until their next scheduled library class.

 Students in grade 5 are scheduled for a 40-minute class each 6-day cycle.  Library/Computer skills are taught. These skills include individualized keyboarding activities as well as library research skills.  Assessments are implemented throughout the school year in these subject areas. Students in grades 3 and 4 have a book exchange time each 6 day cycle which allows for exchange of borrowed materials as well as introduction to new materials purchased and materials that are pertinent to the grade level interests and curriculum.

Library materials are school property.  No fines are charged, but lost or damaged materials must be replaced with the family being charged the replacement cost.  Obligations not met at year’s end will result in the student’s report card being held.

FROM THE NURSE
The nursing goal is to ensure a healthy, safe day for all students. The nurse will focus on school day problems. She may NOT diagnose home-related illnesses/injuries. Medical attention will be advised if necessary.
Borrowed Clothes

If your child requires a change of clothes during the school day, the nurse will provide a change of clothes from the donated, clothes in the health room (new underwear/socks). Any clothes borrowed from the school should be returned after laundering. **We are always in need of gently worn clothing. Girls AND boys jeans, sweat pants, shorts, tee shirts are items we can always use. Consider donating packs of NEW underwear or socks. Sizes 6-14 work well for this age group. 

Donated Items

To help our students at Indian Rock stay healthy and decrease the amount of germs they spread please consider donating any of the following items to the nurse office: TISSUES, CLOROX WIPES, or HAND SANITIZER! Any donations may be brought to the health office.

· Annual updated health history form

· Third grade private dental exam

· Fifth grade private physical exam

Food Allergy Request

Celebration of birthdays presents a challenge for students who have food allergies, diabetes and other medical conditions. I am asking for your assistance in providing these students with a safe learning environment.

Therefore, if you are sending a birthday treat in for your child’s special day, please send only commercially prepared, pre-packaged foods with food labels clearly indicating the ingredients. Examples of healthy snacks which most students with food allergies can enjoy include pretzels, fruit, cheese and crackers or animal crackers.

Other alternatives to food related birthday treats are stickers, pencils or bookmarks. Another great idea is to donate a book or game to the classroom or library in the child’s name. Having a parent or grandparent read that book to the class also helps make the day special.

Please do not send any peanut or nut containing product to school with your child for snack or birthday celebrations if there is a child with this type of allergy in their classroom. Peanut and nut allergy is the most common concern in the school setting. Strict avoidance of peanuts and nut products is the only way to prevent a life-threatening allergic reaction in some students. If exposed to peanuts or nuts, these students may develop a life-threatening allergic reaction that requires emergency medical treatment. Any exposure to peanuts or nuts through contact or ingestion can cause a severe reaction.

If your child has eaten peanuts/nut products prior to coming to school, please be sure your child’s hands have been thoroughly washed prior to entering school. Lunch is eaten in the cafeteria, so your child may bring peanut butter/nut products for lunch. The cafeteria has designated NUT-FREE table. If your child sits at this table with peanuts/nut products, he/she will be asked to move to another table. This plan will help maintain the safety of the allergic child while allowing the non-allergic child to enjoy peanut/nut products in a controlled environment.

Communicable Diseases Rules for York Suburban School District

In order to safeguard the school community from the spread of communicable diseases, York Suburban School Board requires the established guidelines to be utilized for all students. As a guide for parents, the following has been taken from the York Suburban Policy Manuel number 203, specifically section 27.72 (exclusion from school of pupils showing symptoms of a communicable disease) and “Rules and Regulations for Control of Communicable Diseases,” Department of Health, Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

Communicable Diseases
When pupils are known to have been exposed to a communicable disease, the principal or nurse shall have the authority to consult with a physician concerning excluding the pupil from school for the incubation period of the disease, or to follow other requirements of the State Department of Health. 

In the event that a child becomes ill at school, the parent will be contacted and ask to come to school for the child. The health of your child is most important! The above regulations have been made to protect the health of your child and the other children in school.

Medication Policy

Parents have the primary responsibility for administering medications to their child, however medication can be given at school if the following guidelines are followed:

1. A medication form with doctor signature OR fax from doctor AND parental signature are required for ANY medication (prescription or non-prescription) to be given during school hours. 

2. Three times-a-day medications should be arranged outside of school hours. 

3. Medications must be in the original container from the pharmacy and must have the original label intact. 

4. Students are not permitted to carry medications to school (Inhalers may be carried). Prescription medications should be brought to the nurse by a parent.

5. Permission forms must be renewed yearly for all medications to be given at school.

6. Cough drop policy-if needed at school, a parent will provide cough drops AND a written note giving permission to the nurse. Cough drops can be kept in the classroom, with a teacher’s permission otherwise they will be kept in the health room.
Please refer to the following form should medication need to be dispensed during the school day.  A separate form is required for each medication (the school maintains the log sheet attached here as the backside of the medication form so that all medications in the nurse’s office are accounted for and dispensed in accordance with prescription requirements and / or parent’s expectations.

Parents, please be aware of the following:

1. Parents are requested to bring medication to school.

2. Medication must be in its original container – labeled by pharmacy.

3. Students are not allowed to carry any medication with them without written permission from a physician. If your child needs to carry an inhaler or EpiPen, for example, please complete the “Permission for Self-Administration” medication form.

4. Medication left at school at the end of the year or after doctor’s order indicates will be discarded after a reasonable time.

REMINDER: The school nurse will not be available before school and after dismissal. If your child requires medication before or after school, please contact the nurse to get a “Permission for Self-Administration” medication form.
