Introductions:  Sarah Perkins welcomed everyone to the meeting,

Principal’s Report:  Mr. Gulley congratulated the PTO on the success of the Holiday Breakfast and Parent’s Night Out. Holiday Breakfast had over 400 people in attendance. Parents Night Out was very appreciated by those parents who dropped off their children.  Mr. Gulley then explained some of the safety measures in place at Indian Rock. The Incident Command Team (ICT) has held three drills so far this school year to maintain a safe school environment in case of any emergency in our school.  The students reviewed the Lockdown Procedure Drill in case of an indoor intruder. Within the next 1-2 weeks, the students will have an Evacuation Procedure Drill from the cafeteria.
