School Board: Budget: approximately $400,000 has been added to the district deficit. A proposal is already in place to cover most of deficit. Most of proposed reductions for staffing is in MS & HS buildings. Reduction of Gifted Teacher & Computer Classes in elementary. This will not eliminate the programs, only perhaps make the classes larger. World languages: NOT being cut. Class sizes may be bigger, but will not be cut from the budget. Our district is doing more reorganizing of staff, not necessarily cutting the staff. 

School Store: April 5th. Pom poms will be sold at this date for the Battle of the Buildings. 

Staff Appreciation: We are looking at a water cooler for the teachers instead of giving a goody bag/teacher gift. Options are still being considered for what to do this year.
